Resources and Reflective Notes:  

*An ongoing, weekly, in-class assignment for this term is writing an informative essay.  This week’s essay topic asks students to write an essay about a famous person they would like to see visit our school.  Students begin writing at the beginning of the week and complete their essays by Friday.  

**In-class groups are created by teacher formal and informal assessments (qualitative feedback from students), student self-assessment of standards covered, and Lexile scores.  Student groups created in such fashion complete differentiated assignments, provided appropriately to students to meet their most current (and ever-changing) instructional needs.

***Student groups are arranged accordingly for the week’s instruction:


+Students struggling with currently-taught standards receive modified warmups and handouts.  By week’s end, students are expected to meet expectations 
in identifying and labeling simple subjects, verbs/verb phrases, action verbs, and linking verbs. Assessments will reflect standards taught.


++Students with a general grasp of currently-taught standards receive warmup and author articles.  By week’s end, students are expected to meet 
expectations in identifying and labeling simple subjects, verbs/verb phrases, action verbs, linking verbs, helping verbs.  By week’s end, these students 
should also meet expectations in identifying and labeling transitive verbs, intrastive verbs, and direct objects. Assessments will reflect standards taught.


+++Students with a firm grasp of currently-taught standards receive warmup and author articles.  By week’s end, students are expected to exceed 
expectations in identifying and labeling simple subjects, verbs/verb phrases, action verbs, linking verbs, helping verbs.  By week’s end, these students 
should also exceed expectations in identifying and labeling transitive verbs, intrastive verbs, and direct objects. Assessments will reflect standards taught.
