Resources and Reflective Notes:  

*An ongoing, weekly, in-class assignment for this term is writing an informative essay.  This week’s essay topic asks students to decide an essay topic chosen from weekly, in-class essays written by students since the beginning of the term. Students will use their choses essays to fully construct an essay that meets the standards stated in the MGWA Writing Test Grading Rubric.  During this week, students will practice (first, in groups and then, individually) writing introductory paragraphs and closing paragraphs.  While in groups, student will peer edit introductory paragraphs and identify which elements are present in well-written paragraphs.  

**In-class groups are created by teacher formal and informal assessments (qualitative feedback from students), student self-assessment of standards covered, and Lexile scores.  Student groups created in such fashion complete differentiated assignments, provided appropriately to students to meet their most current (and ever-changing) instructional needs.
